The Fall Festival is this weekend and I want to thank all of you who have donated your time and talents to a great lead in.  Our students 

have sold many raffle tickets, there have been many donations for items to be sold, and the dinner sales have been hugely successful.  I heard 
today that there were 400 tickets sold which is a testimony of support for Notre Dame School. 
 About the H1N1 Swine flu…we do not have any confirmed cases.  All I know is that the symptoms of one of our students were very 
similar to another child’s symptoms.  The other child was from a different school.  As for other cases in the diocese, so far everyone who has 
contracted H1N1 or shown signs of it has recovered or is recovering. 
 I have been speaking to our students about the importance of hand washing or using hand sanitizer.  Hand sanitizer is very effective but 
if the person has heavy dirt on his or her hands, then the effectiveness of the sanitizer is compromised.  My administrative team and I are working 
on a procedure in which students will be able to effectively wash their hands before using sanitizer.  I will write more about this next week.

If you have any ideas on how to 
make that happen again, please let me or Mrs. Smith know. 

This means that everyone has to drive in front of the�church to be able to enter the 
parking lot.  Then when leaving, please make a right hand turn.  This keeps the flow of traffic moving better.  On Monday, I’ll have Keith put out 
orange cones to direct traffic.

It was very inspiring and it is part of what I call Catholic Identity.  Catholic Identity is understanding the great gift we have of being part of the 
Church that Jesus Christ founded.

Notre Dame Booth Volunteers, 
Thank you in advance for stepping forward to help operate the booths. 
There are some rules and instruction that have worked well in the past to keep a smooth running 
carnival for the kids. 
Here are some general rules and instructions:- No children are to be working a booth without an 
adult!!!! 
- Do not leave your $ tickets or prize tickets unguarded 
- Do not exchange or borrow tickets from another booth 
- Game tickets should be kept in the containers provided 
- A runner will come and pick up your chips periodically throughout the day. 
 
 
I will be making rounds throughout the day make sure you don't run out of prize tickets or any other 
needs there may be. 
Usually, booth volunteers have 2 hour increments. The festival runs from 10-4 needing 3 shifts 
unless you have the booth with your family for the entire day.  Instructions for the game will be in 
each booth. 
The 1st shift is responsible for setting up the game. In the past people have arrived 15-30 minutes 
early to make sure your booth is ready to go by 10:00 am. 
The 2nd shift will be responsible to be at the school on Saturday between 9:00 – 12:00 to make 
sure all the equipment is in working condition. The decorating committee will have fall decorations 
to add to the harvest theme. These will be available for to decorate your booth. I will be at the 
school on Saturday to help with identifying the equipment for your booth.The 3rd shift is responsible 
for taking down the booth, stripping all the decoration, discarded or taken to a designated place. 
Bring all equipment upstairs to the Fall Festival storage room. This moves very quickly because the 
team to breakdown the booth structures will be there by 4:30. 
If for some reason you cannot fulfill your responsibilities please let me know or you can work it out 
between the other families.  
This is a fun event, the set up, take down is very quick. In the past we have had lots of helpers and 
on Monday morning you would never know there was a festival. 
Again, I thank you for keeping a great fundraiser and fantastic event for the kids at Notre Dame 
school to continue it's tradition.
